Next stop in FLEKKEFJORD,
a town with its wooden houses and tiny restaurants on a fjord. Arrival to
STAVANGER, a small picturesque town that has an active port by the fjord. Note:
Ferry operation hours vary depending on the months. Sometimes it is normally
reserved to have lunch on the boat.
