You'll find many trattorias (casual eating establishments, typically less formal than a
ristorante) and osterias (similar to taverns), each exuding Italian charm and ready to serve
you authentic local dishes. Additionally, the area offers a variety of restaurants serving Indian,
Chinese, and international cuisine. We'll return to the hotel at the end of the evening.
