« Visits Alhambra Palace and Generalife Gardens with local guide.

We will depart from Madrid early in the morning, heading south through La Mancha.

Quixote. We will then continue into Andalusia via Despenaperros, arriving in Granada,
where lunch will be included. In the afternoon, if you have chosen the option that
includes a visit to the Alhambra, we will explore the magnificent Alhambra Palace
and its beautiful Generalife Gardens, both built during the Arab period, with a local
guide.
