BAKU

Baku - is the capital and largest city of Azerbaijan, as well as the largest city on
the Caspian Sea and of the Caucasus region.

Flame Towers - is the tallest skyscraper in Baku, Azerbaijan with a height
of 190 m. The facades of the three Flame Towers are turned into gigantic display
screens.

Old City or Inner City - is the historical core of Baku. In December
2000, the Old City of Baku, including the Palace of the Shirvanshahs and Maiden
Tower, became the first location in Azerbaijan to be classified as a World Heritage
Site by UNESCO.

Palace of the Shirvanshahs - is the biggest monument of the
Shirvan-Absheron branch of the Azerbaijan architecture, situated in the Inner City
of Baku.

Maiden Tower - also known locally as Giz Galasi, located in the Old City,
Baku. It is one of Azerbaijan's most distinctive national emblems.

Gobustan National Park - officially Gobustan Rock Art Cultural
Landscape Is a hill located west of the settlement of Gobustan.Gobustan was
declared a UNESCO World Heritage Site and considered to be of "outstanding
universal value".

Ateshgah - often called the "Fire Temple of Baku" is a castle-like religious
temple in Baku. Based on Persian and Indian inscriptions, temple was used as a
Hindu, Sikh and Zoroastrian place of fire worship . "Atash" is the Persian word for
fire.The pentagonal complex, which has a courtyard surrounded by cells for monks
and a tetrapillar-altar in the middle, was built during the 18th centuries.

Yanar Dag -is a natural gas fire which blazes continuously on a hillside on
the Absheron Peninsula on the Caspian Sea near Baku which itself is known as the
"land of fire." Flames jet into the air 3 metres from a thin, porous sandstone layer.

Sheki Palace - summer residence of Shaki Khans. It was built in 1797 by
Muhammed Hasan Khan The summer residence is renowned for the lavish
decoration of its exterior and interior, that was assembled without nails or glue.
The Palace of Shaki Khans was nominated for List of World Heritage Sites,
UNESCO in 1998.

TBILISI

Thilisi - is the capital and the largest city of Georgia, lving on the banks of the
Mtkvari River. Located on the southeastern edge of Europe.

Metekhi Church - is located opposite the Old Town, the first built in the
5th century, after several rebuilding, maintaining the original style. Metekh| means
surrounding the palace. Beside the churchthere is a statue of City's Father
Georgia which looked very imposing from the across river.

Abanotubani - means bath district is the ancient district of Tbilisi, Georgia.
Sulfur baths are the local specialties.

Narikala - is an ancient fortress overlooking Thilisi and the Kura River. The
internal part of the church is decorated with the frescos showing scenes both from
the Bible and history of Georgia.

Holy Trinity Cathedral of Thilisi - commoniy known as Sameba is the
main cathedral of the Georgian Orthodox Church located in Tbilisi, the capital of
Georgia. Constructed between 1995 and 2004, it considered to be one of the largest
religious buildings in the South Caucasus.

Open Air Museum of Ethnography - is an open-air museum in Thilisi,
displaying the examples of folk architecture and craftwork from various regions of the
country. The museum is named after Giorgi Chitaia, a Georgian ethnographer, who
founded the museum on April 27, 1966.

Dilijan - is a spa town in the Tavush Province of Armenia. Usually called Armenian
Switzerland or Little Switzerland by the locals, it is one of the most important resorts
of Armenia. Dilijan is currently the fastest-growing urban settlement in Armenia.

Lake Sevan - is the largest body of water in Armenia and the Caucasus region.
It is one of the largest freshwater high-altitude lakes in Eurasia. Only 10% of the
incoming water is drained by the Hrazdan river, while the remaining 90% evaporates.

Sevan Monastery - also known as Sevanavank, is a monastic complex
located on a peninsula at the northwestern shore of Lake Sevan. Initially the
monastery was built at the southern shore of a small island. After the artificial draining
of Lake Sevan, the water level fell about 20 metres, and the island transformed into a
peninsula.

e Yeveran -~ s the capital and largest city of Armenia, is one of the world's

oldest continuously inhabited cities, situated along the Hrazdan River.

Etchmiadzin Cathedral - loccated in the city of Vagharshapat
(Etchmiadzin). According to most scholars, it was the first cathedral (but not the
first church) built in ancient Armenia, and is considered the oldest cathedral in the
world.

Yerevan Opera Theater - Armenian National Academic Theater of
Opera and Ballet after Alexander Spendiaryan in Yerevan was officially opened on
20 January 1933. It consists of two concert halls which has 1,400 seats and 1,200
seats

Aram Khachatryan - was the most renowned Armenian composer of the
20th century and the most famous representative of Soviet Armenian culture. He
remains the only Armenian composer to rise to international significance and
considered a "national treasure”.

Matenadaran - isa repository of ancient manuscripts, research institute
and museum in Yerevan, Armenia. It holds one of the world's richest depositories
of medieval manuscripts and books which span a broad range of subjects,
including history, philosophy, medicine, literature, art history and cosmography in
Armenian and many other languages.
