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DAY 1:ARRIVAL CHITOSE AIRPORT-SAPPORO

Upon arrival at Sapporo’s new Chitose Airport, you will be met and
greeted.

Start the tour with a visit to a local beer brewery for a factory tour
(Includes beer testing).

Next, visit Shiroi Koibito Park, a chocolate entertainment park operated
by a Japanese confectionery manufacturer which produces Shiroi
Koibito one of the famous sweets in Japan.

Next proceed to Sapporo Jyogaiichiba, the city’s largest and most well-
known market, and Ramen Street, the original "ramen alley" in Sapporo.
Overnight stay in Sapporo.

DAY 2:SAPPORO-NOBORIBETSU-LAKE TOYA (B)

After hotel breakfast, visit Hell Valley, a volcanic caldera created by the
eruption of Mt. Hiyoriyama, and the largest hot spring source in
Noboribetsu Onsen, and take a stroll on Onsen Street, the main street of
the town.

Visit Mt. Showa Shinzan, a volcanic lava dome about 400m in height in
Sobetsu south of the Lake Toya. (x+Cable car ride at your own
expenses).

Then, visit Toya Observation, an observation deck with a commanding
view of the whole Lake Toya.

Overnight in an Onsen (Hot Spring) hotel.

DAY 3:LAKE TOYA-HAKODATE (B)

After hotel breakfast, explore Hakodate, Hokkaido's third largest city at
the island's southern tip.

Stop at Goryokaku Park - a massive, star shaped, Western style citadel
and now a park - for a stroll and to view the Tower there.

Then, visit Red-brick Warehouses, the retro brick building holds shops
that sell sweets, groceries, accessories and knick-knacks, etc.

Visit Meijikan, a brick-lined, industrial-style mallin a converted
warehouse featuring an array of souvenir shops.

Enjoy the night view from Mt. Hakodate, highly acclaimed, with a 3-star
rating in the "Michelin Green Guide Japan” (cable car ride included).




DAY 4 : HAKODATE-OTARU-SAPPORO (B)

After breakfast, visit Hakodate Asaichi, the morning market of
Hakodate with about 280 stores selling seafood, vegetables, and
fruit.

Journey to Otaru. Visit Otaru Canal, a beautiful canal lined with old
warehouses.

Then, drop by the Kitaichi Glass Shop, Music Box Museum and the
Kaleidoscope Museum within the vicinity.

Stroll along Tanukikoji Shopping Street, a shopping arcade where
you can shop and taste various Hokkaido specialties.

Return to Sapporo for overnight stay.
