After enjoying breakfast, complete the check-out process at your hotel before being
transferred to Siem Reap International Airport. As you head to the airport, take a
moment to reflect on your journey and look forward to the experiences awaiting you at
your next destination. Carry with you the unforgettable memories of your time here,
and embrace the excitement of the new adventures that lie ahead. Safe travels and
may your next stop be just as rewarding and inspiring.

At 08:00 AM, we begin our visit to the immense walled city of Angkor Thom, delving
into its rich history as we explore the Terrace of the Leper King, Baphuon, and the
magnificent Bayon Temple, all masterpieces of King Jayavarman VII. Following the
Chams' occupation of Angkor from 1177 to 1181, the new king constructed an
impregnable fortress at the heart of his empire, showcasing his vision and resilience.
Our journey continues to the mesmerizing temple of Ta Prohm, famously featured in
Tomb Raider. One of the largest temples built during the Khmer Empire, it boasts an
outer enclosing wall measuring 1000m by 600m, crafted from laterite, blending
seamlessly with the surrounding jungle.
In the afternoon, we visit the awe-inspiring Angkor Wat, often hailed as the "Mother of
all Temples." This architectural marvel, believed to be the world’s largest religious
monument, is a breathtaking fusion of symbolism and symmetry, standing as a
profound source of pride and strength for the Khmer people. As the day draws to a
close, we ascend Bakheng Mountain to witness a spectacular sunset over the ancient
ruins, a truly unforgettable sight. Lunch and dinner will be enjoyed at local restaurants,
offering a taste of authentic Cambodian cuisine. In the evening, immerse yourself in
the vibrant nightlife of Siem Reap with free time to explore the bustling Pub Street and
the lively Night Market. Overnight accommodations will be in Siem Reap.
Note: Due to a new rule set by the authorities, only 300 tourists are allowed to climb
Bakheng Hill at a time, so we typically arrive around 04:00 PM to secure access.

After arriving at Siem Reap Airport, you will be warmly welcomed by our guide and
driver, who will take you directly to visit the Floating Village (Tonle Sap ). Fed by the
mighty Mekong and the Tonle Sap River, this vast body of water is Cambodia’s most
significant geographical feature. In the heart of the lake, you will witness a bustling
scene as hundreds of people move in and out of a small alcove, home to the revered
brass and bronze statues of Preah Ang Chek and Ang Chom Stood. Next, we will visit
the 19th-century temple of Wat Bo, one of Siem Reap’s most important pagodas,
known for its historical and cultural significance. Enjoy a delightful dinner at a local
restaurant before heading to Pub Street and the Night Market, where you are free to
explore the vibrant nightlife. Overnight in Siem Reap.
